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Youth between the ages of 15
and 29 make up 23% of the
population of Brandon. And, as
stated in The City of Brandon’s
Youth Plan, “the challenge for
any community is to break the
cycle of reaction to the factors
of “at risk youth” and to build

programs and services that are

more proactive in nature.”

According to the 2015 Cold
Weather Point-in-Time
Homeless Count, nearly 2
of Brandon’s homeless
population are under the

age of 30.
